Contributions are sought examining classroom praxis, offering best practices and pitfalls, teaching strategies, and case studies.  Pieces that focus on all areas of the teaching and learning of English studies, including syllabi and assignments, are welcome.
We also welcome short reviews of recent publications of interest to CEA members; contributors are welcome to suggest publications, or to write expressing interest in getting an assignment (check out the website for a list of  Books Received).
Occasionally, special sections will be featured in The CEA Forum, offering a range of articles on a particular issue.  Watch for calls for these special sections!

Guidelines for Submissions to The CEA Forum

Prospective contributors are encouraged to read the following:
· All submissions (and questions regarding submissions) should be sent by email to Janine Utell, Associate Editor, at jmutell@mail.widener.edu.  Submissions should be sent by attachment in MS Word (.doc), or in rich-text format (.rtf).

· Contributors are requested to send only one version of their submissions; please do not resend if, upon review, typographical errors, etc., are discovered.  Such issues will be corrected in the editing process.  Contributors are therefore advised to review their submissions carefully for mechanical and documentation issues before hitting “send.”
· Contributors are asked to include their name and affiliation only on the cover email; all submission will be sent out for blind review.

· All submissions must follow the latest edition of the MLA guidelines for documentation.  

· Contributors should limit the use of notes; if notes are necessary, they should be typed at the end of the document, not created with the Microsoft Word automatic endnote function.

· Contributors should include in their cover email or as separate attachment a 75-word note/bio (including such information as teaching position, research interests, and relevant publications), and indicate whether they would like an email address and/or website included.

· We welcome articles that include syllabi, assignments, and other supplementary materials.  Please indicate clearly in the text of the article where links to these materials should be created.
· Contributors should ensure that all hyperlinks are correct and current.

· Upon acceptance, contributors will be asked to review their pages for any final proofreading or formatting issues before the issue is posted to the CEA website.
· We welcome book reviews; however, we prefer not to run a book review and an article by the same author in the same issue.

· The CEA Forum does not publish poetry, fiction, or creative nonfiction.

· Works of scholarly literary criticism—including those with a pedagogical bent—may be submitted to The CEA Critic, which has its own guidelines, available on the CEA website.

· Both The CEA Critic and The CEA Forum are indexed in the MLA International Bibliography.
